     The summer months can be brutal. With 
temperatures exceeding 100 degrees even in         
the shade, it is hard to keep cool. Research 
shows that ground temperature on an asphalt 
surface can range between 120-180 degrees. 
     Monument recently tested this theory in New 
Orleans, LA, with a state-of-the-art laser 
thermometer. The test revealed that the 
temperature of the pavement on Canal St. was 
between 165-167 degrees, and the temperature 
on the built-up, 5-ply tar rooftop of a multi-floor 
Entergy building in downtown New Orleans 
exceeded 187 degrees.  
     With a Monument-installed Duro-Last® cool 
roof system, business owners can reduce roof-
top temperature to within approximately 5 
degrees of ambient (outside) temperature, 
ultimately reducing energy consumption and 
subsequent costs.
